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INTRODUCTION
Mention Africa, and what comes to mind is poverty, diseases, plunder, civil wars and military coups. Some historians have described Africa as a theatre for militarism and a bottomless pit for foreign aid.

The common explanations for why Africa is less economically developed are, first, corruption and plunder of local resources by the ruling elite, and second, because it was colonized by western European countries. In fact many historians argue that colonization is to blame for the slow pace of economic development and other myriad of problems in Africa.
